Pornography is still often seen as something bad
or abnormal, and yet even among “Christian” young men, you can find precious few who have not
“consumed” such dirty pictures which so utterly despise human dignity. Purity within marriage is rarely
discussed, and re-marriage following divorce is widespread in church circles. The contribution that girls and
women make to this problem by the way they present themselves, so that men are seduced to impure looks
and thoughts, is hardly addressed....
